Familia Cassone    Malbec    2022  £32 
La Florencia Malbec 
Classic malbec with notes of black fruit jam. Robust, but not too heavy. A cave staple for 10 years. 

 
Finca Flichman    Malbec    2024  £36 
‘Misterio’ Clasico Malbec 
this wine boasts a deep, velvety colour, hinting at the richness and depth of flavours that await within. Upon 
opening, the aroma is an enchanting blend of ripe blackberries, plums, and cherries, with hints of spice, vanilla, 
and subtle earthiness. On the palate, luscious fruit mix with smooth oak.  
 
KAiken Estate    Malbec / Cab. Sauvignon / Merlot 2021  £50 
Disobedience 
Rich and complex. This is one for those who want a bit more power to their wine but still love those jammy 
malbec characteristics and well-integrated oak,

Brothers At War    Cab. Sauvignon   2023  £38 
Barossa Cabernet 
This bold and rich Cabernet Sauvignon from the Barossa Valley offers an intense palate with dark fruit, 
blackcurrant, and a hint of oak. 
 

Claymore     Shiraz    2021  £40 
Dark Side of the Moon 
fresh oak integrates with nuances of brambly forest fruits and dark olive, On the palate we have dark fruit 
flavours of plums and blackcurrants, with persistent, mouthcoating tannins and balanced oak. A little 
winter spice on the finish too. This is cracking shiraz.  
 

Hugh Hamilton – Mclaren Vale   Grenache / Frontignac / Touriga / Gewurtz 2022  £40 
Agent Provocateur  
A cherry-berry blast of fruit and spice, there is nothing covert about this provocateur. Raspberries, lip-
smacking acidity, a lightness and a discreet floral aroma. Good structure, but all tannins are smooth and 
well-integrated.

Las Veletas     Carmenere    2023  £36.50 
Carmenere Gran Reserva 
ripe fruity aromas of plum and blackcurrant alongside a slight herbaceous note. On the palate it is fresh and 
elegant, with integrated oak, ripe tannins.

Domaine De La Presidente   Grenache / Syrah / Cinsault / Carignan 2022  £38 
Cotes Du Rhone  
Pure and intense ruby colour with aromas of blackcurrant and cherry. Smooth tannin and light on the 
palate [vegan] 
 
Domaine De Cornillac   Gamay    2023  £40 
Beaujolais 
Fabulously concentrated Beaujolais with flavours of fresh summer fruits bursting out the glass, there's a 
backdrop of spice and savouriness and a streak of acidity that balances the whole package out to perfection. 
  

Caves Languedoc Roussillon  Grenache / Syrah / Mourvedre 2023  £40  
Orimos Grande Reserve 
Bold and very fruity with a touch of oak. Smooth and supple tannins. One of our favourite wines. Perfect for 
strong cheese and drinkable on its own too. 

 
Chateau Peller Laroque   Merlot / Cabernet Sauvignon 2020  £50 
Bordeaux Cuvee Reserve 
Full-bodied with a rich and velvety texture. Flavors of dark berries, chocolate, and spice are complemented 
by well-integrated tannins and a long smooth finish. Balance between power and tannins  
[in Organic conversion] 
 

Chateau Petit Goujon   Merlot    2020  £55 
Lalande-de-Pomerol 
This wine has true Lalande de Pomerol character, with fresh blackberries, liquorice and spice aromas. Medium-
bodied, it has a lovely texture and balance with leafy, mineral complexity. 
 
Domaine de Boischampt   Gamay     2023  £60 
Julienas Les 4 Cerisiers 
A beautifully smooth and fruity Beaujolais cru wine. Dark raspberry and and strawberry fruit with a 
mineral backbone. Spontaneous fermentation in a mix of tank and oak, bottled without fining or filtration, 
and low on sulphites. .  [Organic] 
 
Lions de batailley    Cab. Sauvignon / Merlot / Cab. Franc 2018  £80 
Pauillac  
A rich and complex nose of black fruits and chocolate. Smooth and Silky texture with deep tannins. Full and 
expertly structured, The second wine from the famous chateau batailley. 
 
Clos Rene     Merlot / Cab. Franc   2017  £80 
Pomerol 
Made with 90% Merlot and 10% Cabernet Franc, the wine is aged for 18 months in oak of which 50% is new. A very 
generous wine with intense and pure blackberry fruits and hints of tobacco. Velvety on the palate with silky 
tannins and good length. 

 
Chateau Brane-Cantenac   Merlot / Cab. Sauvignon  2021  £80 
Margaux ‘Baron de Brane’ 
Baron de Brane is the second wine of Chateau Brane-Cantenac, a 2eme Cru Classe located west of the village of 
Cantenac. This vintage is a blend of 57% Merlot, 39% Cabernet Sauvignon and 4% Cabernet Franc, revealing an 
explosion of red fruit at perfect maturity. Refined, expressive, offering strawberry, cherry, and blackberry 
aromas. The palate is round, almost sweet, with supple and fine tannins. Superb length on the finish. 
 
Domaine Regnard    Pinot Noir    2022  £80 
Santenay 
Elegant and medium-bodied, this wine offers aromas of red berries and fruits, complemented by subtle hints of 
earth, spice, and floral notes. Its fresh acidity is balanced by fine tannins, with a clean mineral finish. Best in 
show from a recent tasting and it had to go on the list.  [Sustainable Viticulture]

Bedoba     Saperavi    2022  £42 
Saperavi 
Partially aged in traditional qureri amphoras. This wine is dark purple in colour. The nose opens with a 
powerful savoury-spicy bouquet of blackberries, herbs, flowers and black pepper. The palate has a creamy, 
juicy texture, ripe tannins and intense black fruit flavours.

Piantaferro     Negroamaro    2023  £29.50 
‘intrigo’ NEgroamaro - Puglia IGT  
The palate is full bodied and rounded with an earthy richness with abundant plum, prune and dark chocolate 
backed with slight tannin to give texture. 
 

Parini      Montepulciano   2024  £32.50 
Montepulciano d’abruzzo  
JAMMY, WITH NOTES OF VIOLET. GENTLE TANNINS. MEDIUM BODIED AND very soft and EASY-GOING. 
 
Piantaferro     primitivo    2023  £35 
Primitivo  
Intense ruby red colour, the nose reveals aromas of ripe red and black fruit, blackberry and 
cherry.  structured and balanced, with pronounced fruit characteristics, soft tannins and a very pleasant 
persistence.

Pinot Noir Veneto IGT 
Fresh and light with vibrant red berry flavours and hints of cacao. Well-structured with balanced tannins 
and good minerality. 

 
EM Familia De Vino    Corvina / Cabernet Franc  2021  £37.50 
Duo Rosso Veneto IGT 
Rich cherry flavours with a hint of coffee, and sweet spice. Concentrated palate and soft tannins with a 
rounded smooth finish. 

 
EM Familia De Vino    Corvina / Molinara / Rondinella 2021  £37.50 
Valpolicella Superiore DOC 
Rich, fruity and clean on the nose. Sour cherry and herbaceous notes with a light spice. Medium bodied with 
soft tannins. 
 
Scuola Grande    Corvina / Corvinone / rondinella 2022  £38.85 
Valpolicella Ripasso Superiore DOC 
Made by passing the fresh young wine over the skins from the dried and pressed Amarone skins. This wine is a 
well-balanced halfway house for lovers of the region. Fresh and lively on top, with a great backbone and 
underlying richness. Notes of raisins and candied peel, with ripe cherries. 
 
Radica     Montepulciano   2022  £40 
Montepulciano d’abruzzo DOCG 
Red berries, plums and hints of vanilla. Full bodied, with subtle tannins. Really well-balanced and worth a 
taste for fans of montepulciano. 
 
Il Primo Vignano    Sangiovese    2019  £45 
‘L’Unico’ Chianti DOCG 
Soft notes of cherry and almonds. Hints of spiced autumnal fruits alongside Cedar and rhubarb. Dry, medium 
bodied, elegant finish with lighter tannins for the style.  [Organic] 
 
Tenute delle terre nere   Nerello    2023  £47 
Etna Rosso  
Grown on the sandy soils of mount etna, this red is Fresh, quite light and fragrant, beautifully slender and 
with a fine grip, Great fruit character without being overly ripe. [Organic] 
 
Il Primo Vignano    Sangiovese / Malbec / Merlot / Syrah 2020  £70 
‘Incantevole’ IGT Toscana 
Super tuscan from one of our favourite winemakers.  A full, rich palate with supple tannin, led with bright 
red fruits with some spice and dark fruits in support.  [Organic] 
 
Marengo     Nebbiolo    2018  £80 
Barolo DOCG  
Full Bodied, broad Barolo with excellent structure. Rich ripe fruit flavours, and a delicate floral note. 
Silky tannins mean it is beautifully drinkable right now. 
 
Brolo Dei Giusti    Corvina / Corvinone / rondinella 2013  £120 
Amarone della Valpolicella DOCG 
made by drying the grapes for several months prior to pressing them to create an intense and rich wine and 
Aged for a minimum of 5 years in oak, with aromas of figs, cherries and dark chocolate, The wine is perfectly 
balanced with medium tannins making it elegant and simply gorgeous to enjoy with friends and cheese.

Quinta Da Casaboa    Tinta Roriz / Touriga Nacional 2022  £30 
Tintaboa  
Dense and deep color with aromas of strawberries, cherries, blackberries, and currants. The palate is round 
and reveals smooth tannins. 

 
Quinta Da Casaboa    T. Roriz / T. Nacional / Alicante Bouschet  2022  £35 
Quinta Da Casaboa Lisboa IGP  
an intense ruby color with balsamic notes combined with vanilla and fruit. The tannins are smooth, and the 
palate is round. 

 
Quinta Da Casaboa    Touriga Nacional   2020  £55 
Homenagem Lisboa IGP  
Wine of ruby colour with fruity aroma and spice notes, Big Dark fruit on the palate. Round with polished 
tannins due to the oak aging. The mouth is full but elegant. Vinification on stainless steel with cold 
temperature control for 10 to 12 days. Aged for 14 months in new-French-medium-toast barrels.

Dalia      Gamay / Vranac   2022  £60 
Splet  
Deep ruby with hints of purple in colour, this Gamay and Vranac blend displays aromas of dark cherry and 
liquorice, with a hint of earthy notes. On the palate, Gamay leads the fruit profile and Vranac lends its 
strength and structure, this combo makes for an epic balance of thirst-quenching crunchy red fruit, with a 
bit of soft tannic texture and bolder riper flavours tilting the scale toward medium-full body. A bit 
different and well worth a try. 
 
 
South Africa 
 
wolf & woman    pinotage    2022  £55 
Pinotage  
Amazing. Juicy, medium weight pinotage from the hot granite soil of swartland. An awesome wine from 
winemaker jolandie fouche. Fermented spontaneously and with 20% Whole bunches, the remainder of the 
grapes are uncrushed and added as whole berries, producing juicy, attractive fruit. None of the smoky 
chocolate notes that you would usually associate with pinotage, instead, wild flowers and blackberries 
take centre stage. Really impressive complexity and crisp tannins. 
 
Grangehurst    Cape blend    2011  £65 
‘Nikela’  
Red berries with some mint, cedar and mocha aromas & flavours. A full- bodied, elegant barrel matured red 
wine with smooth, ripe tannins. 

 
 
Spain 
 
Nekeas     cab. Sauvignon / Tempranillo 2021  £28 
‘La Fuente’ Navarra Crianza 
A really typical Navarran blend at the crossroads of Bordeaux and rioja. 12 months in barrel, red berry fruit 
and a little hint of herbs on the nose, followed by blueberry and some darker fruits on the palate. Layered up 

with a decent punch of oak and tannin. (TIM ATKIN 93 pts) 

 
Guelbenzu     Tempranillo / syrah  2022  £32 
‘Azul’ Ribera Del Quieles 
deep cherry-red colour. A complex nose with notes of red berry fruit, spices and plums. Full- bodied with 
backbone, good length of flavour and very well-integrated oak. Awesome blend from an up-and-coming 
region. 
 
Nekeas     cab. sauvignon / Merlot  2017  £34 
‘Los Olivos’ Navarra Reserva 
Huge wine with Varied and complex aromas. hints of ripe fruit, sultanas, and honey, toasted caramel, 
eucalyptus and leather undertones. Intense minerality. Rounded mouthfeel with well-blended fruit and 

oak. Velvety, rounded. Full bodied and rich.  (TIM ATKIN 92 pts) 
 
Luz Milar     Tempranillo   2023  £36 
Ribera Del Duero Roble 
Intense nose of red fruit, cinnamon and coconut. Fresh on the palate whilst still being full bodied with  all of 
the red fruit persisting for a long finish. 
 
Martinez Corta    Tempranillo   2022  £36 
Rioja Crianza 
Notes of candied red and black fruit on a toasted background with balsamic notes. Soft integrated tannins. 
Balanced, flavourful, persistent. Absolutely stunning rioja Crianza. 12 months in French and American oak. 
 
Nekeas     Garnacha    2022  £42 
‘El Chapparal’  Old Vine 
From vines ageing from 80-115 years old, this wine gives vibrant intense fruit, alongside body and a wild 
herbaceous character. Pretty aromas with oak taking a back seat and the fruit driving the wine. very 

drinkable. (TIM ATKIN 95 pts) 

 
Martinez Corta    Tempranillo   2017  £48 
Rioja Reserva 
Very enticing nose of ripe black fruit as well as pepper, spice, vanilla and coffee. Dense and powerful on the 
palate. Bursting with fruit and an amazing, complex depth of flavour. 16 months in French oak.

Don Sebastiani & Sons   Pinot Noir    2020  £40 
The Crusher Pinot Noir 
Light and fruity red from napa valley California. Gorgeous drop with well treated tannins and a lengthy 
finish without too much oak. 
 
PAvette     Pinot Noir    2020  £48.50 
Napa Valley Pinot Noir 
Amazing, Packed full of ripe fruits like Cherry, raspberry, cranberry., silky smooth body, nicely structured so 
it retains a certain elegance.

Australia 
 
Brothers At War    Pinot Gris    2024  £40 
‘The Darling Sister’  
More reminiscent of the Alsace pinot gris style, but labelled grigio, nonetheless. This is beautiful wine with 
Floral notes, Some Pear, Lychee, And Honey. The Palate Displays Stone Fruit, Crisp Pear, And Lime. Youthful And 
Textured Wine that Finishes with A really Refreshing Acidity. 

 
England 
 
Hazel End     Bacchus    2023  £34 
Hudshill bacchus 
Grown in Hertfordshire, close to our site in Bishop’s Stortford, this is a local favourite and a wine grower that 
we have supported for a number of years. This hudshill bacchus is a typical English still wine with notes of 
elderflower, and citrus. IF you usually drink sauvignon blanc and fancy something a little different, we 
highly recommend this one.

Foncalieu Combe Rouges   picpoul blanc   2024  £35.50 
Picpoul De Pinet 
This is a gorgeous white, loaded with green apple, acacia, honey dew melon and a stony-mineral note. All of 
these clean, crisp flavours along with a light body that ends with a refreshing finish. 
 

Courtault et Michelet   Chardonnay    2023  £50  
Petit Chablis ‘Sous le Vent’ 
This wine presents a striking golden colour with vibrant green highlights. Intense aromas of ripe peach and 
pear highlight its fresh and fruity profile. The palate is equally flattering, offering a burst of fruit 
flavours supported by a clean minerality. [Sustainable Viticulture] 
 

Blondelet     Sauvignon Blanc   2023  £55 
Pouilly-Fume 
A delicious, elegant Sauvignon bouquet with gooseberries on the palate, exquisite finish. More delicate than 
sancerre with a softer finish. 
 
Aurore Dezat    Sauvignon blanc   2023  £55 
Sancerre 
Classic Sancerre showing all of the fine gooseberry fruit that Sauvignon Blanc gives in this region. Notes of 
citrus too, and a mouth-watering acidity. A very fine Sancerre. 
 
Domaine Vuillemez pere et fils  Chardonnay    2022  £60 
Macon-Chardonnay 
With a delicate nose, opening on floral notes of acacia, exotic fruits and peach, this wine reveals a beautiful 
persistent minerality. [in organic conversion] 
 

Etienne Sauzay    Chardonnay    2022  £150 
Puligny-Montrachet  
The wine is entirely barrel-fermented, with a discreet part being new oak. This wine brings together the best 
of “village level” Puligny-Montrachet and indeed is textbook Puligny at its purest and most vibrant. Colour is 
pale golden, aromas open and generous. The wine shows classic fruitiness, with harmonious, silky, fresh length.

Fritz haag     Riesling    2023  £38 
Riesling 
Lip-smacking and lively, it never disappoints. One of our favourite ever Mosel Rieslings. fruity, delicate, 
animated and very easy to drink. Off-Dry.

Origini     Pinot Grigio    2024  £29.50 
Pinot Grigio 
Light and fresh wine with aromas of ripe peach, pear and hints of flint. On the palate, it is rich and well-
balanced, with a refreshing finish. Classic Pinot Grigio for lovers of the style. 
 
Radica     Pecorino    2023  £37 
Pecorino IGT ‘Terre Di Chieti’ 
Citrus and tropical nuances. Delicate notes of flowers. Well bodied with a rich structure and slight mineral 
notes. 
 

MAgdapedrini    Cortese    2024  £38 
Gavi di Gavi DOCG ‘ad Lunam’ 
This is classic Gavi di Gavi from the homeland of the Cortese grape. Fresh fruit and herbaceous aromas with a 
hint of white flowers. Round and elegant with a persistent finish.

Snapper rock    Sauvignon blanc   2023  £32 
Sauvignon Blanc 
Vegan Friendly, Crisp, fresh and vibrant, a dry, light bodied yet full flavoured Sauvignon Blanc with passion 
fruit and lime flavours coming through. A mouth-watering acidity leaves the palate fresh and dry.  

 
Framingham  Estate   Sauvignon blanc   2024  £35 
Marlborough Sauvignon Blanc 
Framingham Marlborough Sauvignon Blanc is a wine that offers a crisp, refreshing taste marked by a vibrant 
acidity and a distinctive mineral edge that is typical of the Sauvignon Blanc varietal grown in the 
Marlborough region of New Zealand. The wine has a pale straw colour and offers aromas of fresh cut herbs, 
citrus, and tropical fruit that are mirrored on the palate, along with notes of green apple and passion fruit. 
The finish is clean and lasting, leaving a refreshing sensation on the tongue.  

 
Framingham Estate   Riesling    2023  £45 
Marlborough Riesling 
White florals, limes and mouth-watering flint, mineral and honeysuckle notes. Medium-dry in the mouth with 
finely proportioned limes and lemonade with yellow florals. A refined, concentrated and lingering dry 
finish.

Quinta dA Casaboa    Alvarinho / Arinto   2024  £30 
Tintaboa Branco  
Really light easy going wine. It is an alvarinho blend which is very bright with good minerality and some 
tropical fruit sneaking in under the citrus. 

 
 
South Africa 
 
Oldenburg     Chardonnay    2023  £40 
Stellenbosch Chardonnay 
An array of citrus and stone fruit leap out of the glass, which are entwined with toasted almonds, vanilla 
and caramel. The dense palate is kept in check by a racy acidity and an endless finish. Sublime. Delicious now 
and will develop over the next 8-12 years. 
 
Wolf and Woman    Chenin Blanc   2023  £55 
Chenin Blanc 
Heralding from old dryland bushvines in swartland, jolandie fouchie has made an exceptional wine in this 
chenin blanc. Techniques including natural fermentation in old oak barrels and 10 months on lees give the 
wine a complexity and beautiful texture. This sits perfectly alongside the freshness and acidity of the 
chenin blanc. There are also vibrant stone fruit and citrus characteristics abound. A Stunning wine.

Castillo de Monjardin   Chardonnay    2024  £32 
Chardonnay Unoaked 
Made at altitude, this cool climate chardonnay exhibits freshness in abundance. Which combined with the 
Citrus and apple notes make this the perfect quaffing chardonnay.  
 
Bagoas Ledas    Albarino    2024  £34.65 
Albarino Rias Baixas 
Produced primarily from coastal vineyards is vinified in stainless steel for a classic expression of the 
Albarino variety. A wine of lift and fruit with touches of minerality and pineapple, [vegan] 
 
Nekeas     Garnacha Blanca   2024  £38 
25 Vendimias 
Fresh yet full, complex yet simple. This is a really inviting wine with notes of citrus, white peach, green apple 

and ripe honeydew melon. a great minerality, full mouthfeel and persistent finish. (TIM ATKIN 95 pts) 
 
Castillo de Monjardin   Chardonnay    2020  £50 
Chardonnay Reserva 
With fermentation in barrel, as well as 14 months on lees, this is a huge chardonnay with a golden colour, 
complex aromas of nuts and honey, oak and some tropical fruits. The cool climate helps it retain its acidity 
and freshness, making this one really unique.

Clarksburg     Chenin Blanc / Viognier  2023  £55 
Pine Ridge Chenin / Viognier 
A bright and expressive nose, the Chenin Blanc brings aromatics of citrus characters of lime, orange blossom, 
honeysuckle, ginger, and melon. The Viognier component reveals ripe stone fruit and delicate white floral 
tones. On the palate it is clean and crisp, with notes of white peach lingering on the finish.

Raspberry, Strawberry, Lychee notes. Very delicate and light. Super easy going rose from family winemakers.

‘Villa Esterelle’ Cotes de Provence 
Pale in colour. Rich nose, with red and dark berries: cherries, blackcurrant, blackberries, strawberries. Fruity 
and elegant palate, with hints of fresh red fruits.

Chateau Carsin    Sauvignon Blanc   2022  £40 
L’Amour Fragil 
L'Amour Fragile is quite atypical and non-traditional wine from Bordeaux, but experimental and delicious if 
you're into skin-contact wines. It's gently oxidised and has a good grip of bitterness, but plenty of grapefruit 
and citrus characters. Ages very well too!  
 
Bedoba     Rkatsiteli / kisi   2022  £45 
Khaketi Orange 
An amber wine made in the traditional way with skin contact alongside 6 months of ageing in qvreri and oak 
barrels.  Ripe aromas of persimmon, sweet spice and ginger with a creamy yet textured palate. Although 
delicate, each flavour is well defined and distinct with a long, moreish finish. Probably the best orange wine 
we’ve ever tasted.

Fox Creek     Shiraz / Cab. Sauvignon  NV  £46 
‘Vixen’ Sparkling Shiraz 
A silky palate oozing raspberry, red cherry, strawberry and cream, spicy vanilla oak, gingerbread, milk 
chocolate and roasted almonds. The wine has a clean finish with bright zingy acid and a crunchy tannin 
length.

Rathfinny     Pinot Noir / Pinot Meunier / Chardonnay  2019  £70 
Classic Cuvee Brut 
Traditional method sparkling wine from sussex. Pinot dominated blend that exudes citrus and apricot. A 
perfect harmony of fruit and acidity. Has been Described as ‘class in a glass’ and we agree.

Jaffelin     Pinot Noir     NV  £45  
Cremant de Bourgogne Rose 
lasting notes of strawberry and raspberry. Fresh and Fabulous traditional method sparkling from Burgundy.
